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Abstract 
This research is conducted to analyze the hedonistic behavior of male group students revealed in Lone Scherfig’s The Riot Club (2014) movie and the social reactions towards hedonistic behavior in The Riot Club (2014) movie. There are two problem statements in this research. First, how are hedonistic behavior by male group students revealed in The Riot Club (2014) movie? Second, how are the social reactions towards hedonistic behavior by male group students seen in The Riot Club (2014) movie? The researcher used the qualitative method to examine the problem. The theory and approaches that the researcher used is Sociology of Literature, Hedonism, and Social Class. The result of this study show that hedonistic behaviors are realized in actions and appearance, do free sex like the members do, then hangout at cafes or restaurants to have fun, and use illegal drugs such as cocaine and often drink alcohol such as vodka. Second, disappointment and rejection are forms of social reaction towards hedonistic behavior by The Riot Club.
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Introduction
College students are generally classified in the late adolescent group which is the phase towards maturity, where they are looking for their true identity. They will experience a lot of changes both with new people and new circumstances. The circle of their friendship in university can have a huge effect on individuals, whether the students fall into a good environment or not. College students are seen by society as educated individuals with a mature mind, good appearance, neatness, and good manners. Those who want their existence to be considered by their society to become the part of it, means that if they want to be recognized as a member of their society, they must act in accordance to that society too. According to Buhler (1969) socialization is a process that helps individuals through learning and adjusting, how to live and how to think in groups, so that they can play a role and function in their group. So here is explained to be part of a group those who want to enter must be like the group itself. Therefore, they are competing to become something that is not themselves for example they have to buy something that is not necessary and does not really have function for their life but because it is the same as their environment or society. But, in the case here, college students seem to have misinterpreted it.  They really want to be part of the group by being like the group. However, they actually do not have high self-control so they become hedonistic and fall into the abyss of hedonism.
Globalization is the influence of modern behavior where consists of college student needs seems to be leaning towards hedonistic. This behavior makes social change with the emergence of several patterns for each individual to get pleasure and freedom only in achieving satisfaction. The hedonistic behavior among college students can be seen from spending a lot of time outside the home, playing and hanging out more in cafes, enjoying buying expensive items, and competing to keep up with the latest lifestyle trends. Like students who have just entered college and are far from their parents, they are usually more easily influenced by hedonistic things because they do not have much experience in life. People who are stuck in a hedonistic behavior will take the fun side of life, while things that are considered miserable are avoided. A lot of time, energy, and thoughts are used to pursue the desired pleasure. As a result, energy, mind for lecture matters become less and less. 
The movie by Lone Scherfig, depicts how students at, especially those in the upper-class group called the riot club, adhere to hedonistic behavior. This can be seen from their behavior when the members' dinner took place. They spent a lot of time outside the house to have fun by buying expensive food and calling female commercial sex workers. Therefore, the researcher raises the topic regarding hedonistic behavior among college students reflected in this movie.

Literary Review

According to Laurenson and Swingewood (1972:11), sociology is a scientific and objective study of humans in society, the study of social institutions and processes. Sociology seeks to answer questions about how society is made possible, how it works, and why society survives. Welek and Werren (1949:9-10) define literature as a creative activity a work of art, still according to them (1949:9-10) explains that literary works are general and specific or more precisely individual and general at a time. So basically, literary works have the following characteristics distinctive but also has other works of art. 
Meanwhile according to Goldmann's theory of genetic structuralism in Faruk (1994:43) confirmed the relationship between literature and social society through the worldview or ideology it expresses. 
[bookmark: _Hlk78700794]“Literature imitates life and life is in large measure, a social reality, even though the natural world and the inner or subjective world of the individual have also been objects of literary imitation.” (Wellek and Warren, 1949: 89).

It is clear that literature imitates life and vice versa. The reality of life can sometimes be the same as literature. A true story can be made into a drama or film. Life can sometimes seem like a drama with endless sadness or happiness.

Hedonism 
The word hedonism comes from the Greek, namely the hedon means 'pleasure'. In Feldman (2004:95), Epicurus's definition of hedonism is having a lot of fun making good for people who live it. Epicurus popularized hedonism as a notion that considers pleasure and material enjoyment as the foremost goal of life. According to him, if there is something that makes inner calm it will make it easier for a person to achieve his goals. The purpose of human life itself is hedone or satisfaction and enjoyment. This pleasure can be obtained through various ways, such as enjoying entertainment, having property, sexual activities, and so on. According to Higgins (2006:440), hedonism is a view of life that assumes pleasure and enjoyment as the main purpose of life. For believers, there fun, parties, and pleasures are the main purpose of life, whether it is fun for others or not. Because they think you only live once, so that they feel like they want to enjoy life to the fullest.
According to Feldman (2004: 7), the notion of hedonism that was initiated by hedonism has a bad reputation because this understanding only thinks of a good life. Indeed, pleasure is a good thing but it will be bad if it is done continuously and first if it does not function.
In simple terms, the definition of hedonism refers to the understanding of pleasure. So people who adhere to this understanding think that happiness and pleasure can be achieved by doing lots of fun and avoiding painful things in the world, according to Veenhoven (2003:1) says that 'Hedonism is a way of life characterized by openness to pleasurable experiences.” In other words, hedonism is a philosophy which states that pleasure determines what is good. As a result, whatever increasing the amount of pleasure is considered good, and vice versa, whatever is increasing pain is wrong. Many think that hedonistic behavior is a view of life based on lust alone. This ideology is closely related to worldly wealth, inner pleasure, sexual pleasure, freedom, and power.
[bookmark: _Hlk78635923]The characteristics of hedonism by Cicerno in Russell (2004: 335): 
· Having instant view, see something effort to obtain of assets of the end result rather than the process to make the final result. This leads to the next attitude, rationalization or justification to meet the pleasure. 
· Become the physical modernity chaser. The person holds that have high-tech goods is pride. 
· Have the pleasure of relativity above average. Relativity means something for the general public has been entered into the level of enjoyment or can be called unpleasant, but for hedonist it was not bad. 
· Fulfilling many desires that arise spontaneously. In the describing of the pleasure for very little retaining so when people want something must get it. 
· When get trouble that he feeling unwanted or being hated by people when they did something wrong/making trouble 
· No matter how much money they earned, the hedonist will always find any ways to spend them over again for many species including clothing, home, luxury goods, etc.
Social according to most teenagers today is an association that follows trends, fashions, and things related to the pleasures of life. Unlike the old days where teenagers paid more attention to friendship and some teenagers today are more likely to be introvert. In essence, values ​​lead to behavior and judgment someone, but he does not judge whether a certain behavior is wrong or true in a society. Technological developments and globalization also affect today's life, especially for students. Moreover, the influence of gadgets or smartphones, for example, can make them lazy and often forget their main task, which is studying. When philosophers discuss hedonism, they are most likely to be referring to hedonism about value, and especially the slightly more specific theory, hedonism about well-being. Hedonism as a theory about value (best referred to as Value Hedonism) holds that all and only pleasure is intrinsically valuable and all and only pain is intrinsically dis-valuable, or more simply, pleasure is the only prudential good and pain is the only prudential bad (Moore & Crisp 1996:599).
A person's behavior will be coloured or motivated by the attitude that is in the person concerned. The LaPiere experience (in Walgito 1978:124) shows that behavior will be separated from one's attitude is in a person, most of a person's behavior cannot be separated from the influence of the environment. According to Skinner (1931) distinguishes behavior divided becomes natural behavior (innate behavior) and operants behavior. Natural behavior is behavior that has existed since humans were born in the form of reflexes or instincts while operant behavior is behavior that is formed, learned, and can be controlled because it can change through the learning process. 
Internally, someone takes a look at other people who are considered appropriate or become role models in him or her to appear better. From these notices, it is realized from the experiences that have been passed so that someone wants to behave in the same way as what is find and from that experience. In this way, qualified self-control is needed so as not to fall into the abyss of hedonistic behavior too deeply. In general, individuals who are hedonic will always direct their activities towards pleasure and have middle and upper social groups. Externally influenced by the group and the environment. if on the other side, hedonism is also a new curiosity and quest (Chandon et al. 2000; Kau et al 2003) in Daniele Scarpi (2020:30) so it is the same with college students who are curious to find their true identity by following the behavior of others.


Methods
In this study, the researcher uses qualitative method. Qualitative method is used by the researcher to explore phenomena that show hedonism issue found in Lone Scherfig’s The Riot Club (2014). According to Creswell (2009:98), qualitative method is a means for exploring and understanding the meaning individuals or groups ascribe to social or human problem. 
The researcher took the source of data from a movie entitled The Riot Club (2014). This movie directed by Lone Scherfig, written by Laura Wade. It is released in the UK on September 19th 2014 by Universal Pictures. The movie’s running time is 107 minutes.
Data collection techniques are a very important step in research, because the main purpose of research is to obtain data. Without knowing data collection techniques, the researcher will not get the data needed. In this research, to take the data the researcher uses documentation method. The documentation is intended to obtain data directly from movie and subtitles of the movie documents. In this study, the writer used documentary technique in analysing data.

1. The Hedonistic Behaviour of Male Group Students Reflected in Lone Scherfig’s The Riot Club (2014)
The Riot Club (2014) tells about a male group of students in Oxford University. This group is from a high class in society which is passed down from generation to generation. The members of the club are Villiers, Leighton, Hugo, Dimitri, Toby, Bellingfield, George, and Ed. Two new members are Allistair and Miles. This movie tells the story of an elite club consist of the children from rich family, where they are looking for two new members because the two old members have just left the club, proven in the conversation of The Riot Club during a meeting.
Leighton       : Chaps, this is a meeting.
Bellingfield : Are we having elections next term? For the presidency?
Villiers          : Bell, you want to be president?
Bellingfield  : C’mon, I’d be awesome
Leighton      : If we don’t get any new members,won’t be anything to be president of. With Sebbers and Gooder leaving last term, we’re down to eight
Bellingfield  : Don’t we have to have ten?

The conversation above was about when the members are having dinner and gathering in the campus cafeteria, they hold a meeting to discuss the problem of adding new members because if they don't add new members then there will not be an election for the chairman or president of the club, prove in the conversation below. After that, leighton started a conversation about who would enter as a new member of the club.

Leighton      : Hence the meeting. Operation grasshopper, ok so does anyone have any nominations? The dinner's closer than you think, guys. We've got to start initiations, yeah?
Hugo           : May I say this is an opportunity to reconsider the sort of person we're approaching, really make sure they're the best and the brightest?
( The Riot Club, 2014, 13:46)

The dialogue above proves that they will soon be looking for new members. The Riot club make the students attitude careless. These can be seen the quotations below:

Allistair : You torn me up inside cause you think you don’t like me news for you, you fucking love me you’ll like to be me you just can’t quite admit it, can you? Chip on your shoulder much?
  (The Riot Club, 2014, 01:19:14)

The quotations above was happened when Allistair cursed the Restaurant owner’s. Very contrast to Allistair before entering the club, as evidenced in the scene when he was at the cash machine he was robbed as proven in the conversation below.
Villiers  : You ok, mate?
Allistair : Yeah, I'm fine.
Villiers  : Fuck, what happened to your face?
Allistair : Got mugged.
Villiers  : Hard luck, mate.
(The Riot Club, 2014, 16:24)

The conversation above is between Villiers and Allistair where Villiers first met by accident with Allistair when Allistair had just been robbed as evidenced by the word "mugged" which means he had been robbed. Allistair's face was injured so badly that it caught the attention of Villiers who was passing in front of him. After that Villiers invited Allistair to have a little chat about what had happened to him and gave him a drink of alcohol to calm him down.

Robber   : Think you're fucking clever?
Allistair : Jesus, please...
Robber   : Shut it, you posh twat. You pompous little prick.
(The Riot Club, 2014, 15:59)

The conversation above is when the robbers managed to take Allistair's money and beat him after that the robbers left easily without any significant fight back from Allistair. Allistair just give up to what happened during the robbery, very different from his behavior when cursing the restaurant owner casually, as if he did not care about other people.
Furthermore, it is also proven by Miles' behaviour, when The Riot Club held a dinner celebrating the entry of new members, they ordered a sex worker but the sex worker did not want to serve them then one of the members sent a message to Miles' girlfriend, Lauren, by saying Miles was injured, but it turned out to be just a trap for Lauren.

Dimitri  : It’s three years tuition fees, just for a few blow jobs I’m serious give me your account number I will do a transfer right now.
Lauren   : Miles?
Miles     : It’s up to you.
(The Riot Club, 2014, 01:09:11)

The dialogue above show that Lauren will be made as prostitute for the Riot Club at dinner with Dimitri daring to pay high prices. When Lauren was despised Miles did nothing for her, this means Miles turned into a person who did not even care about her girlfriend anymore who was so desperate to come to the dinner to save him. From the data above, it can be seen that Allistair and Miles have changed since they entered the Riot Club to become careless.

Hedonism
Before becoming the Riot Club, this club consist of the richest and best students including Henry Sebastian Aldershot or better known as Lord Riot. He was the best student at Oxford University at the time but he and his friends were very hedonistic people.

Lord Riot Friend’s: Gentlemen, we are here to honour our friend Henry Sebastian Aldershot seventh duke of Carlisle known to us as Lord Riot. The best scholar world’s greatest university. He did nothing without joy and everything to excess. A true hedonist who dazzled us with debauchery his appetites knew no earthly bounds.
(The Riot Club, 2014, 01:55)

The passage above was a statement from one of Lord Riot's friends, at that time the club was holding a meeting to commemorate the death of Lord Riot. From this statement, it can be seen that Lord Riot is someone who is very hedonistic as evidenced by the words “A true hedonist” and  "he did nothing without joy" meaning he does everything pleasure and avoids pain as stated by the philosophy of Epicurus in Feldman (2004:95). In this meeting to commemorate Lord Riot's death, his friends in the club also showed hedonistic behaviour by ordering lots of expensive food and classy drinks, as evidenced in the statement of Lord Riot's friends below.

Lord Riot Friend’s  : And, friends, Lord Riot died this morning.
All Member of Club: Legend
Lord Riot Friend’s  : He will not be forgotten.
All Member of Club : He will not!
Lord Riot Friend’s   : We will gather the brightest, the boldest and the best to eat till we are sick at the full table of life, and never to fade from glory. And we will call ourselves the Riot Club.

   The dialogue above proves that they are having a meeting from the words "eat till we are sick" these words also indicate that they are doing fun activities that smell like hedon. In addition, Lord Riot himself also likes to have free sex.

2. [bookmark: _Toc77439915]The Reactions of Society Toward Hedonistic Behaviour of Riot Club


In Three Billboards Outside Ebbing Missouri, Jason Dixon was characterized as a temperamental person. At first, Dixon was also portrayed as a problematic cop who, in his status as a justice enforcer, did not do his responsibility, instead he ignored them. In this context, it can be seen from how he handled Angela Hayes' case where he was supposed to solve the problem and find the perpetrator but on the contrary, he abandoned it. Furthermore, Dixon even attacked the owner of the billboard agent, Red Welby, in [12:20] because of the billboards he found previously that exposed Bill Willoughby for not handling Angela Hayes' case properly. The three billboards said; “HOW COME CHIEF WILLOUGHBY?”, “STILL NO ARRESTS?”, “RAPED WHILE DYING”.  Later, Dixon also confronts Red Welby in a bar regarding the billboards issue. Dixon said:
“Willoughby is a good man. Hey, look at me. I’m talking nice to you now. Am I? I’m talking nice to you. He shouldn’t have this be the only thing he thinks about, the last months left to him.” [18:44]
The monologue above shows how Dixon cares about Bill Willoughby's condition and he has high respect for Bill Willoughby. Bill Willoughby is the chief of Ebing’s police department and Jason Dixon admires and respects him. As a result, Dixon became angry when he saw the billboards. Moreover, Bill Willoughby suffered from cancer; he only had a short period to live. Since Dixon admires his senior, which is also the embodiment of his id. So that, the id drives his ego to confront everyone who is involved in the billboard project because in Dixon’s mind, the billboard has disturbed the good image of Bill Willoughby.  That also disturbed his ego to respect him.
1. Dixon’s Ego Defense Mechanism.
Jason Dixon’s problematic character occurs because of some reasons. Importantly, the problematic actions he has done were the result of Dixon's ego that has been distracted by his mom’s ego. Mama Dixon is portrayed as a tough woman. Mama Dixon, despite her toughness, actually put a lot of care towards Dixon nonetheless, her care towards Dixon is implemented in the wrong way that makes Dixon lose his idealism. One of Mama Dixon’s toughness can be seen from the evidence when she talked about Mildred Hayes' case. Dixon explained to his mother that Mildred Hayes was such a tough woman to handle, the following quotation  shows Mama Dixon's response:

As a result of his mother’s response, Dixon did what his mother had told him about. as a result on the next day after their conversation, Mildred Hayes’ friend, Denise Watson got arrested for possessing marijuana cigarettes In the next scene it is told that Dixon got fired, he told his mother about his condition, Mama Dixon’s response towards her son’s condition is emotional, she said that she wanted to meet the chief and ask them to give his son’s job back.

The dialogue above shows how Mama Dixon cares about her son but in a false way, Dixon was no longer a child that should be protected every time he got into a problem. Moreover, Dixon's action of throwing someone from the window is wrong and against the police enforcement. Dixon’s uncontrollable action occurred  because of his anger regarding the death of Bill Willoughby, the person  whom Dixon admired. The action above shows that Dixon has violencing his original intention to become a good police and the law enforcement. As stated in the law enforcement below: 
“As a Law Enforcement Officer, my fundamental duty is....to protect the innocent against deception, the weak against oppression and intimidation, and the peaceful against violence…”

“I will never act officiously or permit personal feelings, prejudices, animosities, or friendships to influence my decisions…. never employing unnecessary force or violence…”

However, Dixon’s relationship with his mother is complicated. Mama Dixon’s treatment towards Dixon has made Dixon’s id and ego disturbed. Dixon's id and ego is in confusion, that Dixon often did something out of his rational. He is confused to choose between fulfilling his own id to be a good police officer  or obeying his mother’s will. As a result, Dixon is easily triggered by any statements related to his mother. He becomes defensive towards his mother every time someone talks about how his mother treats or calls out to her. Those can be seen from the below quotation when Jason Dixon, Red Welby, and that guy and Mildred Hayes were in the bar. Red Welby and Dixon were arguing before Mildred Hayes interrupted and pulled the mother card towards Dixon so that Dixon could leave.

Another thing is when Mildred Hayes came to the police station to confront Dixon about arresting Denise Watson. Dixon was the one who handled Mildred Hayes but then she used Dixon’s mother to confront him because he is easily triggered by it. The prove can be seen below:

In addition, when in the investigation room where they talk about Mildred Hayes’ action of exposing the cops' treatments towards black people. Dixon here confronts Mildred Hayes of her action because of it.

Thus, the result of the confrontation between Dixon's desire to be a good police officer and obeying his mother is the imbalance of Dixon's internal filter process regarding reality. Instead of filtering what kind of input that comes to him, Dixon at the end shows his ego defense mechanism following his reality. Dixon's ego defense mechanism is displacement. It can be seen from how Dixon acts in reality towards his surroundings. The internal world of the id is divided into a subjective, inner world (the mind), and objective (the environment). If he is to be properly adjusted, the person can bring these two worlds into harmony with one another (Hall, 1954:41). That's why he becomes problematic as a police officer because his ego is against his id.

2. Dixon’s Personality Changes Through His Superego
Superego is the moral and judicial category of personality. Rather than the realistic system, it is the ideal system of a person. Superego is the moral code of mankind (Hall, 1954:31). Dixon’s problematic attitude is the result of his ego defense mechanism which deals with the external world and restrains his id. Through the conflicts, Dixon finally changed his attitude which is the result of his superego that drove his moral compass. As Bill Wiloughby stated in the early scene in the movie, Dixon is a good man at heart. It can be seen from the quotation below:

Later, Wiloughby also states about Dixon's real personality in his letter before he committed suicide. In his letter, Wiloughby explains how Dixon has to change his personality to be a real detective. The personality is the real Jason Dixon according to Willoughby. Willoughby is the one who understands Dixon and his problems but did not have a chance to tell Dixon. The proofs can be seen below:
“...I think you've got the makings of a really good cop, Jason and you know why? Because deep down you're a decent man. I do think you're too angry though and I know it all since your dad died and you had to go to look after your mom and all. But as long as you hold so much onto hate then I don't think you're ever going to become what I know you wanna become, a detective. Cos you know what you need to become a detective? And I know you're gonna wince when I say this but what you need to become a detective is love. Because thru love comes calm and thru calm comes thought. And you need thinking to detect stuff sometimes, Jason. You don't even need a gun. And you don't need hate. Hate never solved anything. But the calm did and thought did. Try it. Try it just for a change. No one thinks you are gay and if they do, arrest'em for homophobia. Won't they be surprised? Good luck to you Jason, you are a decent man, and yeah you've had a run of bad luck but things are gonna change for you, I can feel it.” [01:17:50-01:20:09]

Through the quotations above, it can be seen that Jason Dixon has gone into a problematic person because of the external factor which comes from his home hence Dixon holds so much hate because of it. Willoughby, who knows the real side of Dixon through his letter tries to convince Dixon about his first intention of joining the law enforcer which also can be seen from the quotation below which takes place in the scene where Dixon tries to convince Mildred Hayes about not losing hope about her daughter's case. On the other hand, that also shows Dixon’s effort to be a cop. 
“...well I didn’t used to be very good at English at school, so it was more “All you can do is try and not be so crap at English” Cos you need English, really, if you wanna be a cop. If you wanna be anything. Really. Unless you live in Mexico or something. But who wants that?” [01:39:26-01:39:54]

The quotation above shows how Dixon tried his best for mastering English so that he can be a cop which is interrelated to what Willoughby has stated in his letter that he knows that Dixon wants to be a detective. It is his dream and Willoughby has helped Dixon to bring back his passion and change his behavior from confronting Mildred Hayes to helping her to solve the case.

Conclusion 
The psychological aspect has influenced the characters in the film "Three Billboards Outside Ebbing, Missouri'' especially Jason Dixon into serious psychological change. Dixon’s ego that has been distracted by his mom led him to show his ego defense mechanism which type is displacement and made him violate the law of enforcement and act violently toward other people.
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
